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Dear Fellow Adoption Advocates, 

As you may know, National Council For AdoptionΩǎ ŘƛǾŜǊǎŜ team of staff, volunteers, and Board members 

includes birth parents, adoptive parents, adopted individuals and passionate friends of adoption. I am 

proud to say that this talented group has taken great strides together in fiscal year 2014 as we continue 

to advocate on behalf of all those touched by adoption. 

As an authoritative voice for adoption, b/C!Ωǎ public impact has reached new heights this year. As media 

outlets seek to bring their audiences helpful adoption information or the latest details in adoption-related 

news stories, NCFA has served as a prime media resource for several nationally and internationally 

renowned media outlets, including Adoption Today, Associate Press, CNN, Forbes, FOX News, Huffington 

Post, Jurist, MSN News, The Wall Street Journal, TIME.com, The TODAY Show, USA Today, and 

Washington Post. 

Our online community of individuals with an interest in adoption is growing steadily. We maintain several 

training websites, including the Intercountry Adoption Journey program for prospective adoptive parents 

and ConsiderThePossibilities.org for pregnancy counseling training (which is derived from the previous 

Infant Adoption Training Initiative). This fiscal year, we re-launched the iChooseAdoption campaign for 

expectant parents considering adoption, and the Families For All campaign for individuals interested in 

learning more about foster care. These programs, in addition to our main website AdoptionCouncil.org 

and social media networks, allow NCFA to continually provide fresh and useful information to expectant 

parents, birth parents, adoptive parents, prospective adoptive parents, adopted individuals, advocates, 

and policymakers.  

b/C!Ωǎ ŀŘǾƻŎŀŎȅ ŜŦŦƻǊǘǎ this year included building working relationships with federal and state-level 

policymakers to improve the efficacy of draft legislation that may have an impact on adoption 

stakeholders. NCFA also met with members of Congress to discuss several pieces of pending legislation, 

including the Adoption Tax Credit, the Children in Families First Act (CHIFF), the Protecting Adoption and 

Promoting Responsible Fatherhood, and the Child Citizenship Act. We also mobilized our community to 

connect with their elected officials to discuss particular issues, such as the importance of CHIFF or the 

adoption crisis in the Democratic Republic of the Congo. 

NCFA has also expanded our relationships with members of the adoption community by releasing the 

monthly publication Adoption Advocate, receiving international delegations from China and researchers 

from Japan, attending a conference on domestic adoption in Japan, and hosting the annual National 

Adoption Conference. NCFA has worked alongside foreign leaders to help promote a global culture of 

adoption and eliminate barriers in global processes. Here in the U.S., our efforts related to domestic 

infant adoption and adoption through foster care are as strong as ever as we work to increase public 

awareness of adoption and equip adoption professionals with best practices in the field.  

As proud as I am of our collective achievements this year, I have great expectations for the years ahead. 

We continue to grow in new ways, and remain committed to pursuing our strategic goals by following a 

new, three-year strategic plan. Right now there are children languishing in institutionalized care and 

those who have been adopted but are stuck in the process due to long-standing political stalemates. 

There are children who have waited for years in temporary foster care placements and have yet to hear

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As the leading global adoption advocacy organization, National Council For Adoption (NCFA) 

seeks to promote a culture of adoption through education, research, legislative action, and 

collaboration. Since its establishment in 1980, NCFA has become the authoritative voice for 

adoption through its service to children, birth parents, adopted individuals, adoptive families, 

adoption professionals, U.S. and foreign governments, policymakers, media, and the general 

public. 

NCFA is dedicated to the goal that every child thrives in a loving, permanent family. Our 

programs focus on three areas of adoption ς domestic infant adoption (iChooseAdoption), 

adoption and permanency outcomes for youth in foster care (Families For All), and intercountry 

adoption (Global Adoption Project). During our 2014 fiscal year, NCFA expanded each of these 

programs to reach new audiences and create lasting changes for children and families. The 

Advancing Adoption Policy Initiative addresses a wide range of adoption-related legislative 

issues. 

The iChooseAdoption campaign was re-launched in May 2013 with a redesigned website and a 

new set of nationally aired, award-winning radio and television public service announcements. 

The campaign provides resources and tools to young people facing unintended pregnancy. NCFA 

provides a hotline 19 hours each day so that expectant parents can talk about their goals and 

fears in a risk-ŦǊŜŜ ǿŀȅΦ ¢ƘŜ ŎŀƳǇŀƛƎƴΩǎ ǎƻŎƛŀƭ ƳŜŘƛŀ networks offer young women an 

opportunity to anonymously connect to valuable information about adoption. NCFA also offers a 

pregnancy counseling training program to teach adoption-specific curriculum to professionals

In November 2013, NCFA hosted a community event in Washington, DC, with local organization 

DC127 called Foster the City. More than 300 people attended the event to learn more about 

making a difference for children in foster care by being a volunteer, mentor, advocate, or foster 

or adoptive parent. 

NCFA hosted several events during FY14, including the National Adoption Conference, Charting a 

New Path: Creativity vs. Reactivity, in Orlando, FL, which educated adoption professionals on the 

latest policies and best practices related to adoption and child welfare. In October, NCFA led a

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NCFA is excited to enter FY15, when we will launch a new version of AdoptionCouncil.org, 

expand our public awareness efforts for iChooseAdoption, and begin a three-year pilot program 

to recruit and retain foster and adoptive parents who are taking the first steps. We will be 

hosting a brand new conference with Joint Council for International ChilŘǊŜƴΩǎ {ŜǊǾƛŎŜǎ ƛƴ WǳƴŜ 

2015 called Putting Family First: Family Strengthening to Adoption, and we will continue to 

advocate for adoption-related policies and legislation which make a positive impact in the lives of 

children and families. NCFA is committed to building on the strengths of our Board and staff, 

expanding our community of grassroots adoption advocates, and redefining organizational goals. 

We are grateful to our members and supporters who have helped make FY14 such a tremendous 

year of growth, and we look forward to building our relationships to better serve children and 

families in the coming year. 
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AdoptionCouncil.org is a resource for all members of the adoption triad, as well as adoption 

professionals, policymakers, educators, members of the media, and anyone with an interest in adoption. 

During FY14, web traffic to AdoptionCouncil.org has steadily increased. As of April 2014, the site receives 

an average of 7,710 visits per month, totaling more than 182,000 page views during FY14. 

Throughout FY14, Vice President and Director of Development and Communications Lauren Koch and 

Program Assistant Julie Claiborn worked alongside Advent Integrated to prepare for a complete re-launch 

of AdoptionCouncil.org during the summer of 2014. The newly designed site will offer site visitors a 

targeted experience to deliver resources tailored to meet their distinct needs.

The website provides a directory of NCFA Member Agencies so that expectant parents can contact an 

adoption professional in their area. NCFA also hosts a dedicated hotline 19 hours a day, seven days a 

week, so that expectant parents can learn more about adoption or just talk about their thoughts and 

goals with a trained professional in a risk-free, anonymous environment. 

In July 2013, NCFA partnered with TV Access to launch a nationwide television and radio Public Service 

Announcement (PSA) program. The PSAs share the stories of two young birth mothers who chose to place 

their babies for adoption.

After eight months on the air, the iChooseAdoption television PSAs had aired 12,981 times on 95 stations 

in 49 markets. Out of 1,403 total PSAs tracked by Nielsen, the iChooseAdoption PSA ranked 93rd, inside 

the top 7%. At the end of FY14, the equivalent dollar value of these airings is $1.7 million. In the first eight 

months, the radio PSA aired 54,191 times on 313 stations. The PSA was 

ranked 11th out of 81 PSAs being tracked by TV Access, ranking inside the 

top 14%. At the end of FY14, the equivalent dollar value of the radio 

airings is $3.4 million. 

The iChooseAdoption campaign has an active presence on several social 

media networks, including Twitter, Facebook, Instagram, and Pinterest. 

These social media accounts are carefully maintained to provide high-

quality information for young expectant parents and to respond to their 

questions and concerns, as needed. 

Efforts are underway to distribute iChooseAdoption posters to 10,000 

high schools across the U.S. for the 2014-2015 school year. These posters 

will promote the concept that adoption can be a positive option, as well 

as provide information for expectant parents to take the next step in 

learning more. 
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On September 25, 2013, Senator Mary Landrieu opened up her home to NCFA to host a fundraiser

Nina then introduced Senator Roy Blunt's wife, Abby, who 

shared how she and her husband came to adopt from Russia. Although the iChooseAdoption campaign 

focuses on domestic adoption and presenting young women experiencing unintended pregnancy with all 

of their options, Abby's touching story was a reminder of how important it is to find loving, permanent

about her life as an adopted individual and her decision to choose adoption for her first son. The event 

not only increased awareness about domestic infant adoption amongst powerful DC leaders, but also 

raised crucial funds to expand the impact of the iChooseAdoption campaign. 

The Infant Adoption Awareness Training Program federal grant concluded at the end of December 2013. 

Clear direction was provided allowing NCFA to use existing funds to sustain trainings focused on including 

adoption in options counseling. To that end, NCFA has continued to reconnect to its previous nationwide 

network of existing trainers. NCFA has simplified the infant adoption curriculum materials to a single, 

multi-purpose workbook and ended the grant with an inventory of workbooks, counseling center 

brochures, and other training materials. We also contracted with EFX media company to update the 

online Pregnancy Counseling Training program. The training is complete and available at 

www.considerthepossibilities.org and through the NCFA website.  

Resources from the Focus on the Family grant have been 

preserved with permission of the grantor. Federal funds were 

used first to most efficiently use funds and extend the length 

of trainings available. Focus on the Family trainings are 

currently being scheduled for FY15.

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May 1, 2013, not only marked the beginning of fiscal year 2014, but 

also kicked off National Foster Care Month. During this month, NCFA 

re-launched its Families For All campaign, which provides general 

information to the public about foster care and how individuals can get 

involved by becoming volunteers, mentors, or foster or adoptive 

parents. The re-launch of the campaign included a public service 

announcement from pop island artist Justin Anthony and a newly 

redesigned website with tools and resources for families to take the 

next step in making a difference for the 400,000 children in foster care 

in the U.S. and the 101,000 children waiting to be adopted. 

FamiliesForAll.org offers an interactive map with state-specific 

information on how to get involved. It also includes personal stories 

from families touched by foster care. Anyone interested in the most up-to-date information about foster 

care can follow @FamiliesForAll on Twitter for the latest updates. 

On November 2, 2013, National Council For Adoption and local 

faith-based non-profit organization DC127 teamed up to host 

Foster the City, a community event which helped raise 

awareness of children in foster care. In Washington, DC, there 

are 1,300 children in the foster care system, many of whom are 

waiting for families. This event was aimed at recruiting foster

More than 60 individuals attended the breakfast to brainstorm ways to better meet the needs of children 

in foster care and those at risk of abuse or neglect. Secretary of the Commonwealth of Virginia Janet Kelly 

ǘŀƭƪŜŘ ŀōƻǳǘ ±ƛǊƎƛƴƛŀ !ŘƻǇǘǎΣ ǘƘŜ ǎǘŀǘŜΩǎ innovative program to match families to 1,000 children waiting 

to be adopted.

The breakfast closed with a 

message from Rev. Dr. Derrick Harkins, Senior Pastor at Nineteenth Street Baptist Church in Washington, 

DC. NCFA and DC127 have stayed in touch with these community leaders throughout the year to ensure 

that, together, we can make a sustainable, lasting impact on the state of foster care in our local area.  
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The next day, NCFA and DC127 hosted Foster the City at the Washington Convention Center. The event 

was a huge success, with more than 300 local attendees and dozens of presenters and volunteers. Foster 

the City kicked off with NBC News4 Anchor Barbara Harrison, who hosts the weekly segment 

ά²ŜŘƴŜǎŘŀȅΩǎ /ƘƛƭŘΦέ tŀǎǘƻǊ WŀƳŜǎ IŜȅǿŀǊŘ ŀƴŘ нл-year foster mother Wilhelmina Frederick also 

delivered important messages about the great impact volunteers and foster or adoptive parents can have 

on the life of a child.

Our Parent Engagement Advocate is 

part of our three-year Parent Recruitment and Engagement pilot program to recruit prospective parents 

and help connect them to adequate pre-adoption resources and services.

In fall of 2013, a delegation of /Ƙƛƴŀ /ŜƴǘŜǊ ŦƻǊ /ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ²ŜƭŦŀǊŜ ŀƴŘ !ŘƻǇǘƛƻƴ officials visited the 

United States. NCFA had the privilege of hosting this esteemed delegation on an educational tour. While 

visiting, the delegates had many learning opportunities including sessions on US adoption processes, US 

foster care, and infant adoption. The delegation also met with US government officials and discussed 

process and outcomes for Chinese-born children adopted and living in the United States. The delegation 

also toured the United States, meeting with and visiting adoption service providers in a variety of states 

and taking advantage of the opportunity to visit with Chinese-born adopted children living in each of the 

areas.  

NCFA offers the Intercountry Adoption Journey (IAJ) Hague-compliant training course to prospective 

adoptive parents and adoption professionals. In FY14, NCFA completely updated the IAJ training platform 

with Skyprep, a training technology partner. Content and function of IAJ has been updated. 285 

participants have enrolled in the new IAJ including 23 adoption professionals, 18 adopting individuals, and 

122 adopting couples.  

The new format has improved functionality for users and is readily accessible for NCFA staff to make 

updates at any time. The new version has been updated to include topical updates reflecting Universal 

Adoption Accreditation and Pre-Adoption 

Immigration Review processes and other 

necessary updates. 

During FY14, 1,209 people completed the 

Intercountry Adoption Journey to receive their 10-

hour Hague-compliant training certificate. 
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NCFA serves as the authoritative voice for children, birth parents, and adoptive families, seeking to 

effectively represent adoption in the halls of power as well as the court of public opinion. Through our 

Advancing Adoption Policy Initiative we work to be a key resource for U.S. and foreign government 

leaders, the U.S. Congress and Administration officials, policymakers, practitioners, and others concerned 

about children and families in order to help ensure adoption-friendly legislation and policies.  

 Below is an overview of key adoption-related judicial and legislative issues during fiscal year 2014. 

Adoptive Couple v. Baby Girl 

On June 25, 2013, the Supreme Court of the United States ruled on the federal court case Adoptive 

Couple v. Baby Girl. The Court reversed the South Carolina Supreme Court in a 5-4 vote, with an opinion 

submitted by Justice Alito, joined by Justices Roberts, Kennedy, Thomas, and Breyer. The Court 

interpreted the provisions in question in a way that allows the Indian Child Welfare Act to continue to 

protect the culture and heritage within a family without harming the larger best interests of children. 

NCFA submitted an amicus brief to the court on April 16, 2013. Throughout litigation and after the 

release of the ruling, NCFA served as a prime resource to the media as news outlets sought to summarize 

the facts of the case and explore the implications that the Supreme Court decision would have on the 

future of adoption. 

Children in Families First Act (CHIFF) 

The Children in Families First Act of 2013 (CHIFF) was introduced in the Senate on September 19th and in 

the House on October 24th. If passed, CHIFF would: fill the gap in leadership by establishing a bureau in 

the Department of State dedicated to international child welfare; strengthen intercountry adoption by 

streamlining and consolidating responsibility for intercountry adoption cases under the direction of the 

United States Citizen and Immigration Services; focus U.S. foreign investment on serving children in and 

through families by establishing a Center of Excellence within USAID; and increase protection for children 

and families by ensuring transparent and accountable child welfare systems are in place. CHIFF includes a 

spectrum of family-based care solutions for children around the world, including reunification, placement 

with kin, global domestic adoption, and intercountry adoption. 

Rehoming / Child Abandonment

adoptive families. While the majority of adoptions are successful, even one child placed inappropriately 

into the care of other, potentially inappropriate adults is too many. We believe that this dangerous 

practice of child abandonment is prompted by a variety of things. In many cases, it may be the result of

their ability to provide special parenting to traumatized children. It may also be a result of inadequate 
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post-adoption support systems and services. We have supported legislation and initiatives that would 

provide online monitoring for these types of concerns and are zealous advocates for pre-adoption 

education and post-adoption support for every adoptive family.  

Child Citizenship Act 

The Child Citizenship Act (CCA) makes it possible for foreign-born children who join US families through 

adoption to receive U.S. citizenship. However, the original version of this law failed to include adopted 

individuals over a certain age and placed some restrictions on when children would receive automatic 

citizenship and when extra steps (like requiring both adoptive parents to travel) might be required to 

ensure automatic citizenship. In 2014, we celebrated improvements to this law ς children legally adopted

However, there are many individuals for whom this law still needs to be corrected. We believe that 

automatic citizenship should be retroactively extended all foreign born children legally adopted by U.S. 

citizen parents, just as biological children receive the same benefit of automatic citizenship. We will 

continue to advocate for this important change.  

Protecting Adoption and Promoting Responsible Fatherhood 

NCFA continues to advocate for a National Putative Father Registry. We have educated for and advocated 

on Capitol Hill to ensure that Members of Congress understand the benefits to all parties to adoption 

when a putative father registry is used well and how that would translate to and be enhanced by a 

national registry. Specifically, when appropriate registries are available and used children are less likely to 

suffer unstable placements, birth fathers are given a clear way to preserve their right to parent or 

participate in an adoption plan, birth mothers are released of the burden of notifying other parties or 

making decisions alone, and adoptive parents can feel more secure that when children are placed with 

them the placement is appropriate and is less likely to be disrupted. Although it is a lesser known issue, 

we believe that it has a growing community of supporters as policymakers and the general public come to 

understand how a national registry would ensure those benefits are maintained even when an adoption 

happens, as they often do, across state lines. Currently pending are the H.R. 3549 and S 1203 The 

Protection Adoption and Promoting Responsible Fatherhood Act. These bill were introduced by Senators 

Inhofe and Landrieu and Representatives Hartzler and McLane-Kuster.  

Adoption Tax Credit 

In early 2014, NCFA celebrated that the Adoption Tax Credit was made a permanent part of the tax code. 

With conversations of tax reform, we remain alert to ensure that the Adoption Tax Credit remains a part

to benefit.  S. 1054 and H.R.2144, The Adoption Tax Credit Refundability Act were introduced by Senators 

Blunt, Case, and Landrieu and Representative Braley. This bill would return the tax credit to its refundable 

status, as it was in 2010 and 2011. Refundability would help ensure that families with lower incomes or 

less tax liability ς often those who need it the most ς might still benefit from the Adoption Tax Credit. HR 

2332 and S. 2570 The Tribal Adoption Parity Act were introduced by Senators Johnson, Inhofe, Heitkamp, 

Murkowski, and Representative Kilmer. This bill would correct the fact that currently, tribes who are 

placing children for adoption are not listed as someone who may qualify a child as a special needs child 
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for the purpose of the adoption tax credit. This technical change would ensure that children and families 

who adopt through tribal courts could more easily receive the benefits of the adoption tax credit.
